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 Bhopal - 462016
Department of Public Health and Family Welfare, Government of M.P. provides financial assistance to conduct Operational, Action Oriented and Applied Research in the area of Reproductive & Child Health and issues of public health importance. 

The financial assistance could be considered for being given to those research proposals which could have direct or indirect implications on government’s policy & implementation of Family Welfare Program. 

1. Who Can Apply? 

Scientists/Investigators employed in permanent positions in government institutions are eligible to apply to DOHFW for financial assistance. 

Non Governmental Organizations/ Institutions with proven credentials of working in the area of health & family welfare are also eligible to apply for financial assistance. 

2. When and How to Submit a Proposal 

Proposals are received throughout the year on the prescribed format, which can be obtained free of cost on request from the Director Public Health, G.O.M.P., Satpuda Bhawan, Bhopal, 462016 or can directly be downloaded from http://www.mp.nic.in/health Annexure 1.
3. Three Copies of Project Proposal are to be Submitted 

Proposals should be accompanied by necessary evidence of clearance by their internal research advisory committees or equivalent authority eg Chief Medical & Health Officer (CMHO) and Dean, Medical College before submission to Director, Public Health & Family Welfare. 

4. Areas of Research Support 

Grant-in-Aid is provided to conduct operational, action oriented and applied research in the area of Reproductive & Child Health under the broader context of National Rural Health Mission (NRHM). The following suggestive areas cutting across all the vulnerable sections of society viz women and children, urban slum population, scheduled caste and scheduled tribe communities are the priority focus identified for funding by the DOHFW.

Maternal health including antenatal, intra-natal & post-natal care, essential & emergency obstetric care, skilled birth attendance, safe delivery & abortion practices, anemia, management of RTI/STI;

Child survival and child health including essential new born care, breastfeeding, immunization, anemia, malnutrition, management of diarrhea and ARI, vitamin A & food supplementation;

Family planning, contraception, emergency contraception, responsible & healthy sexual behavior, increasing male involvement in family welfare;

Adolescent Sexual and Reproductive health;

Health Financing & Health Insurance;

Above is an indicative list only and may be expanded periodically. 

Funding for research in basic bio-medical, demography and clinical fields is not included in this scheme of the Department.

I.
Mechanism of Implementation 

Procedure followed in approving a new project. The criteria adopted by the DOHFW for evaluating such project proposals include relevance of the topic to national health priorities and/or possible advancement of knowledge in that particular area, availability of basic infrastructure in the host Institution; capability of the applicant to undertake the project, and the scientific merit of the proposal. 

The proposals which are received will be subjected to desk appraisal by technical specialists nominated by DOHFW before being considered for approval by the Research Appraisal Committee (RAC) constituted by DOHFW. 
The duration of research project should not exceed 3 years. Sanction is accorded initially for one year, with scope for renewals on the basis of project reports & evaluation. 

II.
Project Monitoring Mechanism 

Reports on the progress of work done under the research scheme have to be submitted to the Department of Public Health & Family Welfare annually. If a report is not submitted on time, the funding is liable to be discontinued. Annual reports would be evaluated by the RAC with or without additional peer review. 

III.
Project Completion Report (PCR) 

A draft project completion report (PCR) must be submitted within one month from the date of completion of the scheme. The final installment of project would be released, if the appraisal of draft PCR is found to be satisfactory.

Guidelines for the Operation of the Projects under Grant given by DoHFW
1. 
The financial assistance is considered for being given to those research proposals which could have direct or indirect implications on government’s policy & implementation of Family Welfare Programme. 
2. 
In case of Non Government Organization, the copies of the following should be enclosed: i) Registration Certificate ii) Article of association iii) Bye-laws iv) Audited statement of accounts of the organization of last 3 years v) Sources & pattern of income & expenditures.

3. 
Research grants from the DOHFW are essentially intended to supplement the research facilities available with the host institutions. All facilities for the conduct of research, such as basic equipment and ordinary laboratory chemicals, drugs, vehicle, furniture and other assistance as may be required for the smooth working of the project shall be provided by the host Institute/Organization from out of its own resources. 
4. 
Priority areas for research support financial support is provided to conduct operational, action oriented and applied research in the area of Reproductive & Child Health under the broader context of National Rural Health Mission (NRHM). 

The following areas cutting across all the vulnerable sections of society viz. women and children, urban slum population, scheduled castes and scheduled tribe communities are the priority areas identified for funding by the DOHFW. 

· Maternal Health including antenatal, intranatal & postnatal care, essential & emergency obstetric care, skilled birth attendance, safe delivery & abortion practices, anemia, management of RTI/STI,

Project Staff 


The staff requirement should be carefully assessed taking into account the level of personnel required and their likely availability. A suggestive list of the categories of staff to be employed in the DOHFW funded projects is given in Annexure 6. The emoluments of the project staff will be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the RAS Division, DoHFW from time to time. 

No research staff should be employed on any DOHFW project for more than 3 years. There shall be no employee-employer relationship between the project personnel employed and the Government of M.P. in what so ever the case. 

6. 
Once a project is approved for funding, the Research Cell Division of DOHFW would inform the Principal Investigator (PI) the decision that the project has been technically approved for funding. 

The PI is required to formally inform the concerned officials of RAS Division about – 

I. 
His/Her acceptance of the budget, in accordance with government’s approval. 

II. 
An undertaking that the staff employed for the project would be the responsibility of the host Institution and would have no claim what so ever to employment with Government of M.P. They are not to be treated as employees of the DOHFW and the employment of such staff at the time of completion or termination of the project shall not be that of DOHFW. They would be subjected to administrative control and other service rules as applicable to them, of the Institute where the project is based. 

On receipt of the above information, the Research Cell Division of DOHFW would process for release of grant. 

7. 
Release of Grants

The organization should open a separate current account for the project. All installments including the first installment will be released after obtaining the undertaking and certificate/s as per the terms and conditions of sanction letter. For NGOs a separate bond in the prescribed format is to be executed. 

8. 
Maintenance of subsidiary accounts by grantee Institutions or organizations receiving grants should, irrespective of the amount involved, be required to maintain subsidiary accounts of the government grant and furnish to the Accounts Officer a set of audited statement of accounts. The audited statements of accounts should be furnished after utilization of grants-in-aid or whenever called for. 

9. 
Audit of Accounts of Grant-in-aid

The accounts of all grantee institutions shall be open to inspection by the sanctioning authority and audit, both by the Comptroller & Auditor General of India under the provision of CAG (DPC) Act 1971 and internal audit by the Principal Accounts Office of the Ministry or Department, whenever the institution or organization is called upon to do so and provision to this effect should invariable be incorporated in all orders sanctioning grants-in-aid or whenever called for. 

A. 
The grantee institution shall get its accounts audited from a duly registered chartered Accountant whose registration number should be provided on record. 

B. 
The accounts may also be audited by the Controller & Auditor General of India if the grants or loans in a financial year are not less than Rupees One Crore. Where the accounts are so audited by the Controller & Auditor General in a financial year, he/she shall continue to audit the accounts for a further period of two years notwithstanding that the conditions outlined above are not fulfilled. 

10. 
Annual Utilization Certificate 

a. 
Each year a simple statement of accounts (Annexure – 3) and utilization certificate (Annexure-4) giving the funds received and expenditure incurred according to the sanction letter duly signed by the Accounts Officer of the Institute and countersigned by Auditor/Chartered Accountant must be submitted. 

b. 
Unspent balance would be adjusted in the first installment for the next year. 

c. 
An audited statement would be essential for release of the second installment of the annual grant from second year onwards. 

11. 
Re-appropriation of funds Expenditure should on no account exceed the budget sanctioned for the project. The expenditure incurred on various sub heads should be as per approved proposal. 

No expenditure shall be incurred on items not sanctioned by the DOHFW. Savings should also not be re-appropriated for meeting or incurring expenditure on staff that has not been sanctioned by the DOHFW. 

12. 
Date of Start 

The project would deem to have become operative on the day of receiving the cheque / draft of the first installment of grant by the Investigator. This date would have to be communicated by the host Institute to the DOHFW. 

13. 
Contingency Grant 

Contingency grant should not exceed 10% of project cost. A detailed breakdown of contingency should be given. 

14. 
Annual Progress Report 

The Annual Report is to be submitted annually in the prescribed format. (Annexure-5) 

A. 
The first progress report should be submitted about one month prior to the completion of the annual period so as to enable the evaluation and provide the grants within the completion of one year from the starting date. The subsequent annual report will be for the period of one year. 

B. 
The progress of the project would be evaluated by the DOHFW through appropriate peer review/Expert Committees/Experts. 

C. 
The scheme will not be renewed for the next financial year unless the DOHFW receives the Annual Progress Report in time. 

D. 
A delay in receipt of the report in time for consideration by the Committee may lead to termination of the project 
E. 
The PI may be asked to present the progress at the meeting of the Committee, if so desired. 

F. 
The suggestion and views of the Committee and mid-course corrections, if any, would be conveyed to the PI from time to time for effective conduct of the project. This would be binding on the PI. 

15. 
Project Completion Report 

Five copies of draft project completion report (PCR) must be submitted to DOHFW for comments and suggestions in the prescribed format (Annexure - 2) within one month from the date of completion of the project. PI must address all the comments raised by DOHFW and incorporate the modifications/changes in the final report and present it before Research Appraisal Committee at DOHFW. After the presentation, ten copies of the final PCR along with its soft copy on a CD-ROM must be submitted to DOHFW. 

16. 
Final settlement of the Accounts The final settlement of the Accounts will be done only after the receipt of the following: 

a. 
Final audited statement of expenditure (Annexure-3). 

b. 
Final utilization certificate (Annexure -4) 

Any expenditure incurred prior to the issue of the approval letter and after the expiry of tenure of the project will not be admissible.

17. 
Duration of project Extension beyond the approved duration normally would not be entertained. If interesting/important leads emerge that need to be followed-up, a separate proposal may be submitted. Only in exceptional cases, where a valid justification exists, an extension can be considered to complete the project. 

18. 
Change of PI 

a. PIs are encouraged to have a co-investigator in the project. 

b. If for any reason the PI leaves the project, an eligible co-investigator could be considered as the PI subject to recommendation of the PI, the Head of the Institution, and the approval of DOHFW. Such a request should be sent well in advance. 

c. In case the PI is shifting to any other Institution, the co-investigator should be made the new PI with the approval of the DOHFW. 

d. The host Institution has an important role to play in the above contract. The 

Institute/Principal Investigator will have to inform DOHFW of any changes, and in consultation with DOHFW take steps to ensure successful completion of the project before relieving the Principal Investigator. 

19. 
Number of projects with the PI Under normal conditions, a PI should not be implementing more than two research projects at a given point in time. While submitting an application for a research project, the PI should give in detail all the research projects (completed, on-going). Fresh research proposals can be considered only when the on-going research proposals are about to conclude. 

20. 
Overhead Expenses 
The institution will provide infrastructure facilities viz. office space, furniture, research facilities, library, laboratory, equipments etc. and material & managerial assistance required for the project for which a budget provision is made under “overhead expenses”. The ‘overhead’s’ cost admissible is 5% of the total cost of the project. 

21.

The grant-in-aid paid by the DOHFW shall be refunded by the institution as and when the investigator discontinues a scheme midway or does not follow the detailed technical program as laid down and approved by the DOHFW. 

22. 
Publication of Results/Presentation of Papers 

DoHFW is not responsible for findings or opinion expressed in a document prepared with the support provided under the research scheme. This responsibility rests with the institution that received the Grant-in-aid under the scheme. 

Copies/reprints of such papers/documents published should be sent to DOHFW. 

The fact that DOHFW provided financial support under the research project scheme should be acknowledged on any document produced with its support whether or not circulated widely, and the disclaimer mentioned above will be prominently displayed on such a document. 

23. 
Intellectual Property Rights 

All new intellectual property viz., patents, designs etc. generated as part of the research supported by the DOHFW would belong to the DOHFW. The DOHFW shall have the right to take up patent/design in respect of inventions/discoveries made in research schemes financed by the DOHFW. The project investigators and the staff employed on the project shall not apply or obtain patents without the approval of DOHFW. All patents shall be registered in the name of DOHFW, Govt. of M.P. The Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) Cell can provide all necessary assistance in the IPR related issues including patent applications. 

24. 
Conflict of Interest 
In order to maintain the objectivity in the conduct and reporting of research, it is imperative that the investigators should not have any interests that undermine scientific integrity while recording and reporting their data. Any research or other links of the investigators with industry are discouraged as such a link would compromise or likely to compromise unbiased reporting of research data. In addition, such a financial conflict of interest could lead to loss of public faith on the credibility of data being reported, especially in the light of recent reports of financial conflict of interest of investigators in drug and other clinical trials. All investigators, desirous of DOHFW support should declare financial conflict of interest, if any, before submitting the project for support. They should also ensure that during the conduct of the project, they would also observe the same code of conduct. If the DOHFW comes to know of any unethical conduct on the part of investigator including improper/incomplete declaration, the project is liable to be terminated immediately and the entire amount is to be refunded with interest.
